Legislatively speaking...

e The time has almost come...effective November
1, the 2011 Ohio Plumbing Code goes into force.
And there will be NO GRANDFATHERING OF
PROJECTS DESIGNED UNDER THE 2007 OPC.
So pay close attention to the date(s) your project(s)
are to be submitted for plan review.

e From around the water cooler comes this:

“I would appreciate knowing your experiences in
using nitrogen to command booms in ORs,
knowing this has the cost of cylinder handling and
nitrogen consumption, while this purpose can be
served well with instrument air of good quality
generated by air compressors, similar to those used
for medical air.”

The first comment was along these lines:

“This is pretty much a balance of first cost vs
operating cost. Unfortunately, | don't have any hard
data regarding the full life cycle

cost of the two options. Part of the issue is the
concept of Instrument Air in the first place.

“You made the statement ‘...air compressors, similar
to those used for medical air.’” The problem is that
Instrument Air is not similar to Medical Air.

Instrument Air was introduced to the 2003 NFPA 99.
It is required to meet a much higher standard than
Medical Air (200 psig vs 55 filtered to 0.01 microns vs
an allowance of 5 mg/m3 of 1 micron particles, 0
hydrocarbons vs 25 ppm, and -40 dewpoint vs 32),
the equipment still has to be redundant and either oil
free or oil-less, with the same alarms and O2 clean
pipe as medical air. The irony is that NFPA 99
prohibits this much cleaner air from being used for
respiration.

“l am assuming by ‘using nitrogen to command
booms’ you mean just the

holding brake of the booms, not piped to the outlet
used to drive medical instruments. It is my opinion
that you should be comparing the use of N2 vs good
clean dry compressed air and don't use the ‘I’ word.
The use of Instrument Air or N2 is, in my opinion,
optional for booms. Unfortunately, some AHJs may
not see it that way, so you should check first. Note
that many State Health

agencies adopt the 2000 NFPA 101. This references
the 1999 version of NFPA 99, which does not
address instrument air, so as far as they are (or
should be) concerned, Instrument Air does not exist.”

And there was this:

“I must refer you to "5.1.14.1 Applicability- Support
gases (nitrogen and instrument air) shall be gases
that are not used for respiration, but are used for
powering pneumatic devices (medical-surgical tools,
equipment booms, pendants) related to patient care.”

And the last word was as follows:

“That would be the point of contention with AHJs. (In
my opinion), this says that N2 and IA are (allowed) to
be used for booms, and other provisions actively
prohibit MA from being used for booms. However,
there is no (requirement) to use N2 or IA and only N2
and IA for booms.

“The recent development of the 2012 NFPA 99 sheds
some light on the Technical Committee on Piping
Systems' intent. Proposal 99-71 submitted by this
committee would have modified the definition of
support gasses, and the committee's substantiation
was "Substantiation: To clarify misperception
throughout the industry that Support Gas is required
to power booms, pendants and similar devices and
make clear that any type air that can accomplish this
equipment type's needs is acceptable. Also to clarify
that support gas is permitted to be used to blow dry
medical instruments in Central Service and Surgical
Instrument Processing departments. Unfortunately,
this language got lost in the sausage making
procedure that is code development, but it is pretty
clear that the Technical Committee on Piping
Systems believes any type of air can

be used.”
